Tonopah is an unincorporated town in northern Nye County and the County 

seat. The Town is located along U.S. 95 about halfway between Nevada’s 

two main population centers of Las Vegas (220 miles) and Reno (240 

miles).  The community began around the turn of the 20
th
 century when the 

Town’s founder. Jim Butler discovered what would be the second richest 

silver strike in Nevada history. 

Tonopah has a population of 2,478. The median age of the population is 

39.3 years, with 78.6 percent (1,947) age 16 and older and 10.9 percent 

(271) age 65 and older. (2010 Census, Tonopah CDP).
