28. GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENT (second)

Amargosa Town Board member Pat Minshall said she was also the town board
representative to LEPC. Almost one month ago there as a LEPC meeting and at that
time there were no coronavirus deaths in the United States with very few cases
reported, but Chief Lewis was on it with ordering supplies. She commended him on his
forward vision because obviously this was something very serious.

John Bosta talked about SB29, which allowed the Board of County Commissioners to
exercise all powers necessary or proper to address matters of local concern for effective
operation of county government. Local concern did not include any matter within the
jurisdiction of another governmental entity. He said the last item was a prime example
of the Board trying to exercise Home Rule over the Dillon Rule. The public did not want
the ordinance being proposed, yet the Board did not want to listen to the public.

Ammie Nelson thanked the four Commissioners who voted down item 26. She
reminded people since it was an election year the candidates had to be looked at
closely. The Nye County Central Republican meetings were held the third Saturday of
every month and Ms. Nelson suggested people come and show their support to make
some changes this year
