The best place to start is to review the Order issued by the State Engineer (attached for your use),
here are a few highlights:

First: A relinquishment of 2 Acre Feet of water rights in good standing will be required for a new
domestic well in the Pahrump Basin. Please note: There are parcels (lots/lands) in the Pahrump
Basin that have previously had water rights dedicated or relinquished at the time the parcel was
created. The first step is to go to the NDWR website at http://webgis.water.nv.gov/ and select
Water Rights Mapping Application. This website provides both information regarding whether
water rights have been relinquished and a description of the process by which water rights can be
acquired and relinquished in support of a domestic well. If you have further questions contact the
Nevada Division of Water Resources (DWR) - Phone - 775-684-2800. Have your Assessor Parcel
Number in hand and other supporting information (such as information regarding water rights that
may be referenced in your Title Report at time of purchase).

Second: Excluded from the Order are;
Any entity that has already relinquished sufficient water rights to serve a domestic well are exempt.
Existing domestic wells requiring replacement are exempt.

Existing domestic wells requiring reconditioning or rehabilitation as defined by NAC 534.188 and
534.189 are exempt

Below are the referenced NAC’s.

NAC 534.188 “Reconditioning” defined. (NRS 534.020, 534.110) “Reconditioning” means

the deepening, reaming, casing, recasing, perforating, reperforating, installing of liner pipe,

packers and seals or any other significant change in the design or construction of a water well.
(Added to NAC by St. Engineer, eff. 1-9-90; A 12-30-97)

NAC 534.189 “Rehabilitation” defined. (NRS 534.020, 534.110) “Rehabilitation” means
the process of revitalizing an existing well by various methods that do not cause a significant
change in the design or construction of the well, including, without limitation, chemical treatment,
brush cleaning, surging and high-pressure jetting.

(Added to NAC by St. Engineer by R044-14, eff. 10-24-2014)

Of note: Notice the language in the Order citing a condition where water can be provided by a
utility. In essence, if you live in a service area and the utility has pipe in the street, you will likely
be denied a domestic well -or- when your domestic well fails you will likely be required to hook
up to the utility. This is not a new requirement in the basin (this has been on the books for years).

If DWR determines your lot does not have water rights in sufficient amounts that were previously
dedicated; they will require you to relinquish 2 acre feet of water rights prior to drilling a domestic
well. This will require purchase of water rights if you do not currently own water rights in Basin
162 (the Pahrump Basin). The Nye County District does not maintain a list of water rights
available for purchase in the basin.

The Nye County Water District does not administer water rights. The Nevada Division of Water
Resources is the single authority for regulation of the waters of the state.

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14. Testimony related to Senate Bill 19 (1993), Senate Bill 159 (2001) and during the 1999-

language in NRS Chapters 533 and 534 was not intended to limit the State Engineer’s

15. NRS § 534.120 authorizes the State Engineer to make such rules, regulations and orders
deemed essential for the welfare of the area involved in designated groundwater basins
when the groundwater basin is being depleted in the judgment of the State Engineer.

16. NRS § 534.110(8) provides that in any basin or portion thereof in the state designated by
the State Engineer, the State Engineer may restrict drilling of wells in any portion thereof
if the State Engineer determines that additional wells would causc an undue interference
with existing wells., :

17. Historical water lcvel data mamtamed by the State Engineer and other agencies
demonstrate that water levels on the valley floor have steadily declined since the 1950s.
Despitc numerous orders by the State Engineer regulating groundwater in the basin,
water levels on the valley floor have not stabilized. In addition to declining water levels,
issues rclated to declining water levels in ‘the basin are well-documcnted including
impacts to sprmgs and land substdence N Y -. -

18. Ovcrwhelmmgly, existing domestlc wells are located on the valley ﬂoor where water
levels are declining. S:mxlady any new domestic wells would largely be locatcd on the
valley floor.

19. In a 2017 update'to the Nye County Water Resources Plan data and maps-from the Water
Level Mahagement Plan were used to examine the longevity of existing shallow wells,
pr:marily:domestlc wells; in areas of measure and sustained" water table declines. The
data and simulations predicted that 438 wells would fail by 2035, and ‘the number of
failed wells would reach: 3,085 by 2065. The study did not take into account anticipated
increases in future demand; therefore, additional demand created by new domestic wells

would be expected to accelerate water lével declines and predlcted weéll failures.'?

The drilling of up to 8,000 new domestic wells endangers the continued supply of
groundwater within the basin, including the supply to existing rights and existing
domestic wells.

The State Engineer has determined from existing water level and other data that the
groundwater basin is being depleted, and that this order is essential for the welfare of the
area involved.,

Requiring the acquisition and relinquishment of water rights to serve new domestic wells
on existing parcels is consistent with Nye County Code § 16.28.170, which, since 1998,
has required water rights for the approval of new parcel maps;

Similarly, requiring the ‘-acqlu'jsitionﬂ.of water rights ‘to serve new domestic wells is
consistent with the legislature’s intent'expressed in other areas of the law that there must
be sufficient water available to grant new appropriative rights of to approve parcel and
subdivision’ maps “intended to be served by domcstlc wclls See-_NRS §§ 533.070;

Allowmg the un,restramed drilling of addxtlonal domestic wells in a basin that is already
more than two-times overappropriated is inconsistent with- the' Stat¢ Engineer’s prior
orders regulating ‘and restricting appropriative" rlghts in an attempL ta stabilize water
levels imr the basin. ; e ¥ .

The Nye County Water Resources Plan adopted in 2004 and the update to-the Plan in
2017, describe the existing problems posed by the proliferation of domestic wells in
Pahrump and the potential consequences of drilling up to 8,000 new domestic wells. In
Decémber 2017, the Board of the Nye County Water stmct voted t6 approve sending a
letter to the- State Engineer: providing 'support* for-the' State* Engmeeg s issuance of an
order requiring rclmqulshment or dedication of water rights, for new domestlc wells.!?

NOW TI{EREFORE it is hcreby ordered that the drilling of any new domesnc well within
the Pahrump Artesxan Basm is grohlblfed except that: » ; %,

1. Any person proposing to drill'a new domestic' wcll must obtain an cmstmg water right
in good standing, subject to review of the State Engmeer. of not less than 2.0 acre-feet
annually and relinquisk the, water nght to serve the domestic well.

2. Any entity that has already relmqulshed sufficient water rights to serve a new
domestic well is excepted from this order.

3. A domestic well requiring rchabilitation as defined by NAC § 534.189 is hereby
excepted.
